‘“ Revolver Instructor Certification”

This three (3) day course is designed to cover the revolver. Students taking this course and
successfully completing it will have all of the necessary requirements to be certified as a

requalification instructor for the revolver by the Ohio Peace Officer Training Commission,

and a portion of those requirements needed to be certified as a basic training firearms instruc-
tor. The course will be divided into classroom and practical exercises. Curriculum requirements, student per-
formance objectives and instructional techniques will be addressed during the course. A written and practical
shooting examination will be administered at the conclusion of the training. Students will be required to pass
the state requalification course, with a minimum score of 80 percent in order to continue in the course. This
course is for instructors and is not a beginner’s course on the revolver. The training curriculum and in-
structional objectives for this course are identical to what is provided by the Ohio Peace Officer Training Acad-

emy in London, Ohio.
